Dear Parents and Carers,

| hope that you all had a lovely half-term break, | can’t believe it's the last term before the Summer holidays! For some of
you it will be your child’s last term in Nursery too! It has been an absolute pleasure getting to know all the children and
watching them grow and become confident in the setting. Rachel, Kiah, Alice and | have enjoyed teaching all the children
this year, they have done really well and have achieved so much — AMAZING!

Our topic this term will be about ‘Keeping Healthy’ the children will learn about the importance maintaining a healthy diet,
good hygiene practices and exercise. The children will have class discussions about their favourite fruits and vegetables.
In addition to this we will use a range of books like ‘Handa’s Surprise’ by Eileen Browne to introduce the children to
different fruits and to encourage them to make healthy eating choices. Please see Nursery’s topic square for more
information. Although this is our topic we will continue to engage in child-initiated play and adapt our learning to further
explore the interests of the children.

Reminder: On sunny days please remember to apply Sun Cream to your child and bring a bottle of Sun Cream
into school so that it can be reapplied if your child is here all day. Don’t forget to put your child’s name on the
bottle of Sun Cream.

What to expect at Nursery

In Nursery (Early Years) we are child led this means we follow the child’s interests in order to make learning more
meaningful to them. The children have full access to the resources both indoors and outdoors. The adults will support and
encourage the children to become independent, self-assured and participate in new experiences. As well as respond to
their interests and build on their knowledge and understanding.

Toilet training
When children are in Nursery they are often engrossed in their play that they forget to use the toilet, this is expected.

Please bring in a change of clothes including shoes and a spare bag to put the wet clothes in, in case of accidents. If your
child is in the early stages of toilet training, we are here to help you but we want you to do as much as you can to support
this at home. If you need some tips, please come and ask us. We understand that this can be tricky at times.

Clothing
In addition to a change of clothes, please bring a waterproof coat and a pair of wellies. We want to make the best use of

our outdoor space in any type of weather. Similarly, if it's a very sunny day, please apply sun cream to your child in the
morning and then send some in so it can be reapplied if your child is here all day (Please label the sun cream with your
child’s name). All clothing must be clearly labelled with your child’s name please to minimise loss!

Evidence Me

We use Evidence me to record observations of the children’s learning. We will send observations of your child to you at
anytime so please ensure you have checked your emails to activate your Evidence Me account. Please note — Evidence
Me is not only for teacher input; we would love you to contribute to it as well. If your child has done something fantastic or
exciting, perhaps a new experience or a developmental milestone, you can upload photos too.

Learning Journal

In addition to Evidence Me each child will have a special book with pictures that is used to document important moments
throughout their time spent in Nursery. The children have access to these books in class where they enjoy looking and
talking about their photos. Parents are welcome to look at their child’s learning journal book at anytime too. Similarly, to
evidence me you can add significant experiences that happen in your child’s journal. Please let us know and we will add
the photo into the journal.

Changing books
The children can change their books at anytime during the week however we will check to ensure the children have
changed their books every Tuesday and Thursday.
